VISITOR PARKING LOT

“Key to a Church = Key to Recovery”

It has been quite some time (too long in fact) since | have been able to contribute an article to the
Alive. As with any of us | do my best and yet still, life sometimes gets the better of me. But it is
about ACTION and not INTENTIONS, so here | am!

| remember my very first experience with service in Al-Anon! It makes me laugh today, but at the
time | was more perplexed than anything. | had been in program about three months and finally
started to listen to those who had more experience than | did. | braved it and went to a new
meeting - not my home group...oooh - very scary! | sat down just in time to say...Hi my name is
Tracy. The next thing | know "elections" started to take place. A friendly face (from my home
group) sat across from me and just smiled away! When it came time for the role of "closer" to be
filled, this face from across the room began to grin, and nod, and in a not-so-subtle, but very non-
verbal way...nudge me to raise my hand (I now also know by God was at work here as well), | did
just that, | raised my hand. What was SHOCKING to me was that along with the "closer" role
came a key to the church. A key to the church I thought, these people trust me enough to give
me a key to a church??? | guess what | learned that day, among other valuable lessons, was
that others had faith in me, others trusted me, and even if | didn't have faith or trust in myself or in
you at the time, it didn't matter. It was at that moment that | understood how much SERVICE
would play a part in my recovery. | thank you all for your faith and trust - EVERYDAY! | am
grateful to have the opportunity to serve.

It has been my honor to serve as the Service Board Chair for the past, nearly, two years. My
term will be up in July 2007, along with a number of other positions on the Service Board. What |
would like to share in the rest of my article is some details on what the Intergroup had been
accomplishing over the past several months, and to share with you some work that still needs to
be done, including the need to fill open and upcoming Service Board positions.

Intergroup Inventory

In 2006 the Service Board conducted an Intergroup “Inventory” to assess how things were
working, what might need changing, and how we could serve the fellowship most effectively.
Each ISR was given the “Inventory” to take to their Groups and gather information. While we did
not receive a high number of “Inventories” back, we did get some valuable information to keep us
going in the right direction. (If you would like to see the detailed results of this report, please
contact me) Here are some highlights of we learned:

Intergroup Meeting - Meeting length was good and it was noted that Service Board reports be
kept to one (1) key topic, long discussions be kept shorter, and that people only need introduce
themselves once during the meeting.

Service Center — Overall good hours and service. A suggestion was made to keep Thursday
evening hours and maybe more evenings. Some thought acceptance of Credit Cards at the
Service Center would be good. Services offered were very good — “keep it simple” someone
said. Some other suggestions: List of Sponsors, more personalized help for Newcomers, Minutes
of previous Service Board or Intergroup Meetings. A number of people suggested that we
operate the hotline on days we are closed.

Communication — A number of people (all but one respondent) felt the Al-Anon Alive met the
Groups needs. If was suggested that the Newsletter was not arriving in a timely fashion, but that
Groups that receive it really enjoy reading it. It was suggested that we look into sending the Al-
Anon Alive electronically. It was recommended that we include Open Meeting Flyers for both Al-
Anon and AA. One respondent felt the AA information about Open meeting crowds the Al-Anon
Alive.

o Al-Anon Website (www.alanon-wi.org) - Overall the website is seen as a positive. It was

suggested that the Alive be posted on the site (it is)




o Public Information — All respondents felt that we provide enough information and do
enough in this area. It was suggested that we work to have more ISRs patrticipate in the
Intergroup. It was also felt that our events are publicized effectively.

Service Opportunities — Overall it was felt that the Intergroup provides opportunity for service. It
was suggested to possibly add an event at the Service Center location and to also share more on
AOCA and AA opportunities.

o0 The Beginners Meetings are seen as a positive. There was mention that some direction to
the meeting leads might be needed, but that the meeting day and time are good.

o Fellowship Events — All respondents felt we had the right number of events and one person
commented, “too many would not be good”.

o Fundraising Events — All but one respondent felt that we had the right number of events. A
comment was made that Snowball and Recovery Dinner are good, and that some event at
the Service Center would be good. Several respondents asked if we have enough money to
cover expenses? (The answer is yes — please see Treasurer Report each month in the Alive,
on the Website and distributed at the Intergroup Meeting)

o Institutions — Only half of the respondents knew about leading meeting in Institutions. (This
Service Board position has been open for quite some time)

Alateen — It was felt by most respondents that we DO NOT give Alateen enough support. It was
suggested that we communicate to more meetings/clubs, that we encourage sponsorship, have
more visible involvement from Al-Anon members at Alateen meetings, and many simply did not
know how to support Alateen better.

Relationships - It was felt by some that their group needed to have a Group Representative
(GR) and be more connected to their District and that announcements about Area 61 meetings be
shared more often. Half of the respondents either did not know how to improve this or did not
respond to the question.

Literature — It was felt that more Conference Approved Literature (CAL) be made available at
events. It was suggested that CAL be available for purchase at the Intergroup meeting.

What has the Service Board done to respond to the n  eeds expressed in this “Inventory”?

Here are a few examples:

1. Intergroup Meeting - We have asked that Service  Board members keep their reports as
brief as possible and provide written reports when appropriate.

2. Service Center - We have had the Service Center  open on Thursday evenings, we are
looking into the costs associated with accepting Cr edit Cards for CAL purchases, and
we are currently underway with a project to improve the Newcomer Experience.

3. Al-Anon Alive — We are looking into the possibil ity of offering the Alive in a more
electronic fashion. The Intergroup has not support ed moving to a completely
paperless Alive, but we are exploring some steps we can take in this direction.

4. Al-Anon Website — Traffic to the Website is incr ~ easing each month. Improvements
have been made in keeping the meeting lists updated and providing as much timely
information about Open Meeting as possible.

5. Public Information — We are able to support roug  hly one (1) event per month to public
entities — this is an increase from prior years.

6. Service Opportunities — The Snowball and Recover y Dinner have continued to grow
and thrive. They are both a major contributorto o ur ability to support our Intergroup
budget needs.

7. Institutions — WE NEED YOUR HELP!!!

8. Alateen — We are continuing to provide the neces  sary Training for Alateen Sponsors.
We are underway with plans to fundraise for the 200 7 Mid-Lake Conference.

9. Relationships — The Area Liaison give a full rep  ort of the activities in Area 61 and the
Service Board and Intergroup are encouraged to atte  nd meeting and reach out to Area
61 members to share ideas. Information aboutthe |  ntergroup is shared to Area 61 as
well.

10. Literature — We have been providing CAL for pur  chase at Snowball, Recovery Dinner,
before the Intergroup Meeting and before the Servic e Board Meeting.



We do have more work to do and as the Alateens say..."Together We Can Make It.” We work as
a team, we help each other and the only requirement is that you “do your best".
