     HEAR YE, HEAR YE!!!      
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Elections for open Service Board Positions will be held at our July 26th Intergroup meeting at 
Summit Place.  Several positions are opening and I encourage anyone with interest to complete 
the resume form on the following page and join us on July 26th.  If you have been an active 
member of a registered Al-Anon group for at least two years and have done service work, or if 
you have been an Intergroup Service Representative (I.S.R.) for at least one year, you qualify to 
sit on the Service Board.   
 
The Service Board primarily oversees the operations of our Service Center/Literature Distribution 
Center and serves the Intergroup through the direction of the ISRs.  Listed below are brief 
descriptions of open board positions for the upcoming term: 
 

�  Intergroup Chairperson- Sets the agendas for and presides over Service Board and 
Intergroup meetings. She or he is responsible for the administration of the Service Board 
and for maintaining contact with the committees and the Intergroup.  

 
�  Assistant Chairperson- Officiates at Service Board and Intergroup meetings in the 

absence of the Intergroup Chairperson and assists the Chairperson and Service Board 
whenever appropriate. The Assistant Chairperson acts as liaison between the Service 
Center’s employee(s) and the Service Board and Intergroup. Part of this responsibility 
includes preparing and conducting annual employee performance reviews. 

 
�  Treasurer- Responsible for maintaining the financial records of Al-Anon Family Groups 

of Southeastern Wisconsin, Inc. She or he reconciles the checking account balances 
monthly to books or registers. She or he is responsible reviewing book transactions and 
records monthly expenditures.  The Treasurer verifies maintenance and accuracy of a 
payroll spreadsheet and is responsible for any needed payroll tax filings.  She or he works 
with a paid preparer who completes annual organization filing. 

 
�  Institutions Chairperson- Helps set up Al-Anon or Alateen meetings in hospitals, 

prisons, treatment centers, and other institutions. She or he also provides speakers and/or 
literature to institutions when information about our program is requested. 

 
�  Literature Chairperson - Disseminates information about Al-Anon literature (CAL) 

throughout the Intergroup and encourages members to take advantage of it. She or he 
updates the Intergroup as to what new books, pamphlets, PI pieces, etc. are currently 
available and what projects are in the works for publication in the future. She/he is 
responsible for making literature available at fundraisers for AFG of Southeastern 
Wisconsin, Inc. and may choose to assist in the selection of literature for conferences and 
workshops and other Al-Anon events.  

 
�  Newsletter Editor- Responsible for editing, assembling, and publishing the Al-Anon 

Alive content each month. Collects information and submitted articles and compiles it 
into a layout for printing/web publishing.  The Newsletter Editor coordinates with his/her 



committee the pick-up and mailing of printed copies to assure timely distribution.  
 

�  Web Information Coordinator - Maintains a website for our information service.  She 
or he is responsible for assembling, updating, and editing the Al-Anon Family Groups of 
SE Wisconsin website. She or he ensures that site information remains current.  

 
�  Area Liaison- Is the information conduit between Area 61 and our Service Board and 

Intergroup. She or he represents the Intergroup at the two Area Assemblies (in May and 
September) and two Area World Service Committee Meetings (in March and August) 
and reports on Intergroup activities there. The Area Liaison’s expenses are paid by the 
Intergroup. 

 
�  Alateen Liaison- Carries information between local Alateen groups and the Service 

Board and Intergroup. She or he represents local Alateens at Area Assemblies and the 
Midlake Alateen Conference, connecting with the Area Alateen Coordinator. This 
Alateen assists the Service Board Alateen Coordinator encouraging Alateen participation 
at conferences, workshops and fundraisers, planning local Alateen activities, and 
encouraging new groups and sponsorship development. 

 
�  Alateen Coordinator- Works with the Alateen Liaison and Alateen sponsors to plan 

local Alateen activities, to encourage Alateen participation at conferences, workshops and 
fundraisers, and to promote new group and sponsorship development. She or he 
coordinates Intergroup Alateen conferences, workshops and fundraisers. She or he also 
attends Area assemblies and the Midlake Alateen Conference. 

 
�  Coordinator of Service Center Volunteers- This is one of the most social and 

rewarding positions available!  Is responsible for recruiting and scheduling Service 
Center volunteers. She or he also oversees development and execution of any additional 
Intergroup volunteer programs, such as the Al-Anon Hotline and the Service Center 
Beginner Meetings. Traditionally, the Coordinator of Volunteers arranges occasional get-
togethers for all the volunteers to enjoy fellowship, review procedures, and share their 
experience, strength, and hope. 

 
These are brief descriptions of each position. The term for each position (except Chairperson) is 
two-years in length.  Additionally, all Service Board members are asked to maintain active Al-
Anon membership, attend monthly Service Board or Intergroup meetings on the fourth Thursday 
of the month, and submit monthly articles for the “Al-Anon Alive.”  More complete descriptions 
of these positions can be found on our local website at www.alanon-wi.org on the “EVENTS” tab 
(next to the July 26th I.S.R. meeting).
